This morning, during a conversation with a colleague, we reflected on how old sayings aren’t heard as
often these days. Traditionally, they were passed down by word of mouth, but with today's reliance on
technology that chain has weakened. And in an international work context, we probably hear fewer
specifically British sayings too.

Two of my favourites are:
“If you look after the pennies, the pounds look after themselves.”

This isn't really about coins—it's about discipline. By paying attention to the small things and handling
them with care, you prevent bigger problems from ever arising. In financial terms, being wise with small
amounts means you won't struggle with larger sums later. More broadly, careful attention to details saves
us from major challenges down the line.

“A stitch in time saves nine.”

The image comes from sewing: fix a small tear immediately and it only takes one stitch; leave it, and the
damage spreads until you need nine or more. The lesson is clear—deal with problems early, while they
are still small, and you stop them from growing into something harder to manage.

Both sayings share the same wisdom: take care of the small things early, and you won't be forced to
tackle bigger problems later.

In the context of a school, these principles apply directly. Upholding high standards in the everyday—
punctuality, uniform, and behaviour—prevents wider cultural problems from developing. Similarly,
addressing concerns quickly, whether it's a gap in teaching practice, a safeguarding matter, or a conflict
between students, avoids them escalating into major issues. When we handle the small things with
consistency and care, we protect the bigger picture of the school's success, wellbeing, and reputation.

We have had a great start to this academic year, and as we move forward, we aim to ensure that the
pennies are looked after and the stitches are made in time—maintaining the high standards of behaviour
and teaching and learning that form our vision. | would like to thank all parents for supporting this ethos
and philosophy.
